Introduction
This notice explains how the Association uses and protects your personal data.
The Personal Information We Collect
We collect and process the following personal information relating to members:
· Name
· Postal address
· Email address
· Telephone number
· Bank details
Purposes of Processing
Most of the personal information we process is provided directly by you for the purposes of membership of the Association.
We use the information you provide in order to:
· Administer membership of the Association
· Provide services to members effectively and efficiently
We do not share your personal information with any third parties.
All personal data is retained and processed within the United Kingdom.
Lawful Basis for Processing
The lawful bases on which we process your personal data include:
· Your consent
· The processing is necessary for the performance of a contract with you (or in order to enter into such a contract)
· The processing is necessary to comply with a legal obligation
· The processing is necessary to protect vital interests
Storage and Retention of Personal Information
Your information is stored securely.
We retain members’ names, postal addresses, email addresses, telephone numbers and bank details for as long as an individual remains a member and pays their annual subscription.
After membership ceases, personal data will be retained only for as long as is necessary for the effective management of the Association. In most cases, this will be no longer than six years, in line with the statutory limitation period for legal claims.
Personal data will be destroyed upon receipt of a reasonable request from the data subject, subject to any legal or regulatory requirements.
Your Data Protection Rights
Under data protection legislation, you have the following rights, subject to certain exceptions:
· The right to withdraw consent where processing is based on consent
· The right to access your personal data
· The right to rectification of inaccurate or incomplete data
· The right to erasure of your personal data
· The right to restrict processing
· The right to object to processing
· The right to data portability
· Rights relating to automated decision-making and profiling
You may contact us to exercise any of these rights. There is no charge for making a request. We will respond within one month of receipt.
